Writing

The children will be developing their
understanding of nouns, personal pronouns and
adverbs as well as knowing how to use them
effectively. They will also be composing their
own finding tale alongside creating a persuasive
advert.

Maths

During the second half of the autumn term,
the children will be learning different
multiplication and division facts. This will help
them in learning their times tables in
preparation for their multiplication check at
the end of year 4.




Science
In science this half term, the children will be
learning all about our digestive system, the
function of different types of teeth and they will
conduct a practical investigation to see how
different liquids affect our teeth! The
children will then be looking at food chains,
including their purpose and the different types

of food chains that exist.
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History

The children will be continuing to learn about
how Ancient Greek culture has impacted the
modern, western world. They will learn about
the legacy of the Olympic Games, Greek gods
and goddesses and Ancient  Greek
advancements e
in maths, science,

language and theatre.

This half term the children will be learning about
frame structures and how to use a hot glue gun
safely.

PE
This half term the children will be learning
about Bollywood dancing.
